General League Rules
1. GOOD SPORTSMANSHIP SHOULD ALWAYS COME FIRST. Coaches are responsible for their conduct, their team’s conduct, and the conduct of their fans. Anyone using profanity will be banned from attending games and functions. 
2. 2. Any parent, spectator, or player that comes onto the court in anger toward and official, player or coach will be banned from further functions. The league will file criminal assault charges against anyone who physically assaults an official, coach, or player and ban such a person from further functions.
3. 3. For any unruly spectator, the referee should go to the coach about the problem. The coach and the site coordinator should then go to the problem person and explain that the game will end in a forfeit if the problem does not stop. Referees then have the right to end the game if the problem continues.
4. One warning will be given for excessive noise (including kicking or stomping the bleachers) from the stands. After the warning, a technical foul will be assessed to the bench.
5. Coaches are expected to be aware of the rules as they apply to the age division they are coaching. Being unaware of the rules is not a valid complaint.
6. There are no provisions for protest. All games stand as they end, and the league supports the officials 100 percent.
7. No coach may request certain officials. Officials will be assigned.
8. The children will be divided into two parts of the county and then drafted out to coaches.
9. There will be a grace period of 10 minutes for the first team scheduled to play each day or night. After this, there is no grace period. Teams are to be at the scheduled gym on time (forfeit of game is penalty).
10. Games may begin with only four players. Players arriving after the game has started can play without penalty, but must check in at a dead-ball as if a substitution.
11. Coaches must supply a responsible adult to keep books for each game. Score is kept by a responsible person from each team.
12. Coaches, players, and parents that participate in the last game of the day or night should help the coordinator to clean and straighten the gym. The schools should not suffer from this leagues use.
13. A coach or player receiving one technical foul will be assessed and or suspended from the game they are playing and the next game to be played. A coach or player receiving two technical fouls is suspended for the game in play plus two more games. A coach or player receiving three technical fouls is banned for the season.
14. No pressing with a double digit lead. 
15. There are four full times outs per game.
16. Admission for Adults will be $2.00 a day or $1.00 a day for a child 5-18.
17. (2-5 grade) 5 seconds in lane (6-8 grade) 3 seconds in the lane.
18. Overtime is two minutes. Time outs do not carry over.
