Acceptable and Unacceptable Behavior for Parents and Coaches at Youth Sports Events and Practices
1. Remember that young people are playing sports for THEIR enjoyment, and not to entertain you the parent.

2. Do not have unrealistic expectations. You as an adult must understand the children, as well as their coaches, are doing their best at any given moment.

3. Ridiculing an athlete for making a mistake is unacceptable and grounds for removal from a game or practice setting.

4. Respect the official’s decisions on the field or court of play, and encourage other parents to do the same.

5. Respect and show appreciation for your child’s coaches. Understand that they are unpaid volunteers who are freely giving of their time and talents. Without the coaches we could not field your team.

6. Openly approaching a coach or children on the sidelines during a game is unacceptable and is grounds for immediate removal from the stadium, field or gymnasium. Only if your child has been injured is this an acceptable act. 

7. Respect the sidelines and stay in the provided stands or bleachers. Your child could be watching your actions at any time; so please act like an adult at all times!

8. Encourage your athletes and other fans to resolve conflicts without resorting to name calling and violence.

9. Show respect for the opposing team and its’ coaching staff. We could not have a game without them.

10. Do not use bad language. Do not threaten or harass coaches, officials, or players. You will be asked to leave.
11. Our youth, and moreover your child, learns best by example. Please show good sportsmanship at all times.
