

[bookmark: _GoBack]Dear Parents,
Thank you for registering your child for our Youth Football Program.  We hope this will be a positive experience for your child.  You can help us and your coach make this happen by reading and following the Parent’s Code of Ethics on the reverse side of this letter.  All our youth head coaches are required to be certified and sign a code of ethics similar to the one you have!
All of our coaches are volunteers and their time is valuable to them, so show them your respect by having your child to practice on time and pick them up on time.  If, at any time, you have a concern about what the coaches are doing, please talk to the coach about it and find out why he or she is doing what they are.  If this problem cannot be worked out between yourself and the coach; then please call us at the Parks and Recreation office, and we can set up a meeting between all parties involved.
This football program is designed to teach the fundamentals of the game in a stress free environment.  Each child is required to participate in at least ten (10) plays per game, providing that the child has regularly attended practice.  NEW, recreation staff will record plays on each sideline, coaches will no longer document this (Watauga, Avery & Mitchell counties).   Your child will be issued proper equipment to help insure their safety.  If at any time the equipment issued in your opinion, becomes defective, please inform your coach or make an appointment at the Parks & Recreation office to have it repaired.  Please do not attempt to repair the equipment yourself.  Your child will be issued a game jersey which is theirs to keep.  We suggest you purchase 2 mouth pieces (mouth piece cannot be white or clear) for your child.  A mouthpiece that can be attached to the facemask is recommended.
All spectators at games will be charged a $3 entry fee (Students are $1) at games in Watauga, Avery and Mitchell counties.  This entry fee is charged for home and away games.  During the scrimmages and games, all parents and children not in the program are required to stay in the spectator area. Also, please do not film the game in front of other spectators. Filming should take place in the upper levels of each stadium’s bleachers. Only five coaches per team are allowed on the field.  Each team must supply two parents to help with the down marker and chains each game.  Let your coach know if you are interested in assisting in this manner.  Please make sure your child brings adequate water to each game and practice.
At the last game of the season, your child will be asked to turn in all issued equipment, so make sure to bring a change of clothes to the game.  If your child does not attend the last game or must quit for any reason during the season, you must return all issued equipment before the last game or at such time that your child is no longer participating.
